	Slide 1
	Introduction:

Introduce yourself and explain you are in school to highlight some of the issues that are particularly relevant for the Fire Service around Bonfire Night.

Explain that you are not there to preach, as they will have already learned about the Firework Code at Junior School.



	Slide 2
	Aims and Objectives:

Stress that you are there to help them identify the consequences of inappropriate behaviour around fireworks and bonfires.

Warn them that there may be some graphic examples of real injuries. You will notify them if they wish to look away.

	Play DVD clip (Starts automatically)
Discuss the DVD clip

Possible questions/examples:

· How might this affect him during his life?

· What might it prevent him from doing?

· Relationships?

· Sports?

· Driving?

· Social life?

· Job prospects?

	What’s wrong with this image?

Encourage the group to discuss the potential consequences.

	Slide 5
	Play Blast Off DVD Clip (Starts automatically)
Firework injury discussion:

· This clip highlights that the person was holding a firework in his hand whilst he lit it

· His friends had all been doing the same that night

· Unfortunately on this occasion it exploded immediately

· It is usually the preferred hand which gets injured in these cases

· The boy had to learn to write again using his left hand and was even unable to wipe his backside



	Slide 6
	What social factors influence someone to act irresponsibly?

Examples include:

· Peer pressure
· Friends
· Older groups
· Dares
Bullying – Forcing someone to act irresponsibly

Drink/drugs – Unnatural behaviour/feeling indestructible

Showing off – Impressing peers – trying to gain popularity

	Media Influences: 

The media plays an important part in influencing the decisions that we make and can encourage inappropriate behaviour.

Types of media influences that are available and encourage people to act this way:

· Internet – You Tube
· Mobile – Texting images and video clips around amongst friends and social networking
· Films – Ask if anyone has seen Jackass. Point out that the stunts are rehearsed. Doctor and emergency crew are on standby and off camera to assist if necessary.
· Copycat – Imitation of inappropriate behaviour

	WARNING GRAPHIC IMAGES
The majority of firework injuries occur to the face and hands.
Scar tissue and nerve damage would negate all sense of touch. Discuss how these firework injuries would affect them for the rest of their lives.

	Bonfires:

If the Fire Service receives a call to a bonfire and they believe it to be unsafe, they will extinguish the bonfire.

There will probably be more than 70 years experience sat on one the fire engine. You will not be able to change their mind.

	Bonfire injury:

WARNING GRAPHIC IMAGES

This injury occurred when the individual tried to extinguish some burning embers at the edge of a bonfire with his feet. The flames set fire to his tracksuit pants.

You can probably see from the picture how he was protected by his shoes and socks.

Discuss with group the importance of dressing appropriately



	Slide 13
	Image of youth buying petrol:

What is wrong with this image?
· Age – Illegal to buy petrol under the age of 16

· Why do you think he’s buying it? – Could be for anti-social behaviour, setting fires, illegal mini-motorbikes, inappropriately lighting bonfires etc.

	Bonfire safety: Holmfirth bonfire

Highlight the danger of using accelerants to light fires

Example: If somebody has been smoking a cigarette outside and enters a room, you can smell it on their clothing.

Accelerant vapour sticks to your clothing in the same way. Quite often a bonfire doused with petrol doesn’t just ignite…it explodes!

The following clip was recorded at a bonfire party. If you listen carefully you can actually hear the petrol being sloshed onto the bonfire. The man who lit the bonfire ended up in hospital with severe burns.
